There are 3 components that make up an AMT system: metering; automatic meter reading;
and analytical software.

The new ECO range of products from IntelliData Systems is designed to meet the metering
specifications. Each product in the ECO range meets the Class 2 accuracy standards of BS
EN62053-21:2003.

The automatic reading component must collate raw data from a combination of meters,
sensors and other field devices “solely for the purpose of AMT”. In the real world, this data is
not collected solely for this purpose, it will also be used for detecting fault conditions and
analysing trends for forward planning and the data may be combined with environmentals for
an integrated monitoring tool. This means that it may not be possible to claim 100% of this
component of the system.

The requirements of the third component, the analytical software, are completely met by
IntelliDataSystems IntelliManager and IntelliServer software package that supports both
standard report sets and user customisable reports.
